WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL-REGULAR MEETING

FEBRUARY 18, 2008

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday February 18, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. in Council Chambers at Town Hall.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Beth Zajac, Council Members – Bob Hathaway, Judy Karchner, Monte Porter, Joe Riffle, Jeff Tate and Ty Tracy.  Also present were Tim Eckman, Deb Wallace from The Press, Steve Gruner, BOPA member Larry Shue, Steve Bennington, Barb Anstead, Solicitor Bob Kuhlman, Chief Roy Whitehead, Barb Runion and Bob Rickard.

Mayor Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee of February 4 were approved as presented.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION

Steve Gruner from the Sandusky County Park District presented their check in the amount of $3,431.  This is for a grant that was awarded to the Village for benches and trash cans for the parks.

Steve Bennington expressed his disappointment in the Village for their plans to remove the ash trees that are in the Village right-of-ways.  He noted that many of these trees are not yet affected by the Emerald Ash Borer and there is no way to tell if they will be or how long it would take for the trees to die if affected.  There are four trees that will be removed within his block.  He noted that as a Tree City, he feels we should be preserving trees and not removing them if they are not dead or diseased.  Bennington also noted the residents were being told they could replace the trees removed for $30 each.  Mayor Harman reported the trees were being removed through a grant from the Ohio Department of Natural Resources and the money might not be available in the future.
Barb Anstead introduced herself and informed Council she is running for Sandusky County Common Pleas Court Judge.  She asked for their support in the March election.
BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS
Larry Shue reported the BOPA and Personnel Committee met and interviewed two applicants for the Water Operator position.  The BOPA recommends hiring Tim Eckman for the position at $19.50 per hour, with a 50 cent increase upon completion of six months probation.  Eckman will also be required to obtain his Class 2 Water license within 18 months.  Tracy made a motion to hire Tim Eckman, Tate second. VOTE – Yeas – Tracy, Tate, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter   Nays – Riffle  MOTION CARRIED  5-1

Rickard reported Technical Supervision is needed at the water plant due to not having a Class 2 operator.  Chad Johnson (a Class 3 operator) from Bowling Green has offered 
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his services for 20 hours per week at $500 with a reduction to 10 hours per week for $300 after a Class 1 operator is hired.  Tate made a motion to hire Chad Johnson, Riffle second.  VOTE – yeas – Tate, Riffle, Porter, Tracy, Hathaway, Karchner  Nays – None  MOTION CARRIED  6-0  Rickard noted the plant would be run at different hours to coincide with Johnson’s schedule.
REPORTS

ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL – Riffle – No report

PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Hathaway reported there are many places around town where residents are parking in the boulevard if there are no curbs.  Discussion was held as to how to address this and was sent to committee for review.

Hathaway is also checking into different types of time clocks.

ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Porter reported the Rec Board had been contacted by the Woodmore PTO about donating day passes to be given as prizes for a contest at the elementary school.  Discussion was held and Kuhlman indicated this might set a precedent that the Village might not want to start.  Mayor Harman offered to purchase the passes for the PTO.
FINANCE – Tracy reported the Sewer Separation Committee will be meeting Wednesday February 20 at 6:30p.m.  Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1441 in the amount of $46,466.72, Tate second.  VOTE – Yeas – Tracy, Tate, Karchner, Porter, Riffle, Hathaway  Nays – None  MOTION CARRIED  6-0
PUBLIC SAFETY – Tate requested Rickard begin cleaning the pool as soon as possible from the flood to avoid the last minute rush in May.
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Karchner reported the Rec Board is meeting on Thursday February 21 at 7:00 p.m. to discuss a policy for the disabled.  Karchner also noted she will be out of town for the next two council meetings.

WORKS ADMINISTRATOR – Rickard met with Rick Rospert to discuss the easement issue.  Rospert wanted some minor changes which have been submitted to Poggemeyer.

Village workers filled approximately 600 sand bags during the recent flood.  There is quite a bit of clean-up to be done at the pool, parks and street garage due to the high water.  Mayor Harman requested Rickard contact CCC or the Sheriff’s Department for assistance in cleaning up the areas.

Work was done on #1 well due to some holes in the pipe.  Testing of the lights at the Elementary school has not been done yet as the meter wasn’t working.
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Rickard reported the Business Assn. was billed for supplies to install the speakers in the downtown area.  Hathaway made a motion to forgive the bill to them since they donated the speakers to the village, Riffle second.  VOTE – Yeas – Hathaway, Riffle, Tate, Tracy, Porter  Nays – None  Karchner abstained.  MOTION CARRIED  5-0-1

POLICE DEPARTMENT – Chief Whitehead reported Solicitor Kuhlman has advised the Village to change the speed limit on Lime Street due to ODOT’s determination that it should be 35 mph.  The signs will be changed from 25 mph to 35 mph.

The new cruiser should be in around March 19th.  Chief Whitehead has two estimates to equip the cruiser, DR Ebel quoted $6,422 and Statewide Ford quoted $5,720.  He also recommended Vision Quest to do the detailing.  Tracy made a motion to approve the equipment, installation and detailing not to exceed $6,100, Riffle second.  VOTE – Yeas –Tracy, Riffle, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, Tate Nays – None  MOTION CARRIED  6-0
CLERK-TREASURER – Zajac reported the State Auditors have begun the audit for 2007.

MAYOR’S REPORT – Mayor Harman requested an executive session to discuss pending litigation.  Riffle made a motion at 7:50 p.m. to enter executive session, Karchner second.  VOTE – Yeas – Riffle, Karchner, Porter, Tate, Tracy, Hathaway  Nays – None  MOTION CARRIED  6-0

Present at executive session were Mayor Harman, Zajac, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, Riffle, Tate, Tracy, Solicitor Kuhlman and Rickard.
Council exited executive session at 8:11 p.m.

Tracy made a motion to settle all pending matters with Ben Brien per the terms of the release of claims on file in the clerk’s office, Riffle second.  VOTE – Yeas – Tracy, Riffle, Tate, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter  Nays – None  MOTION CARRIED  6-0

Mayor Harman adjourned the meeting at 8:15 p.m.
