WOODVILLE BOARD OF PUBLIC AFFAIRS-REGULAR MEETING
AUGUST 27, 2008

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of the Board of Public Affairs held on Wednesday August 27, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. in Council Chambers at Town Hall.  Present at Roll Call were BOPA members – Pres. Scott Schneider, Bill Andrews, and Larry Shue; Council members – Judy Karchner, Bob Hathaway, and Ty Tracy; Village Works Administrator Bob Rickard; Utilities Billing Clerk Dawn Bockbrader; John Courtney of Courtney & Associates and Don Ragan.  Clerk-Treasurer Barbara Runion was excused.  Scott Schroeder of Poggemeyer Design Group arrived at 7:10 PM.

President Schneider called the meeting to order at 7:01 PM.

Dawn Bockbrader was asked to take minutes in Clerk-Treasurer Runion’s absence. 

Minutes of the July 30, 2008 meeting were approved as presented.
John Courtney of Courtney and Associates - Presented a projection of the Village's 2009 power supply costs provided by AMP-Ohio.  

Courtney reported on SB Bill 221 Electric Security Plan (ESP).

Courtney presented information regarding the FACT Act (Fair and Accurate Credit Transaction Act) requiring all creditors to comply by November 1, 2008 and suggested 

that representatives of the Village might want to attend a meeting in Montpelier on September 25th to learn more about the FACT Act.
Scott Schroeder of Poggemeyer Design Group – stated the Issue 2 grant can be done in 2 applications for the two phases of the sewer separation.  
Schroeder stated contract with Precision Paving must be kept separate for the change order.

AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION – Don Ragan expressed some concern regarding cost of the sewer separation.  Discussion was held regarding time frame for tie in and if the Village has to separate if the resident does not.  Scott Schroeder stated that Luckey gave residents a year and after the time frame is up it should be sent to Bob Kuhlman.  
Mr. Ragan inquired about the new sewer lines and floor drains.  Mr. Rickard stated the new lines will be sanitary and the old lines will be storm sewers.  All floor drains must tie into the sanitary lines.  It was stated that the resident is responsible from the house to the right away and the contractor is responsible from the right away to the sewer.  

Further discussion was held regarding the depth, core samples, if permits were needed and if residents could do it the work themselves.  Depth will be determined through the surveys, core samples possibly 7’, permits will be needed and no residents may not do work themselves unless certified to do so and then work will be inspected before approved.
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CLERK-TREASURER – for Runion, Bockbrader
Presented Finance Payment #1284 in the amount of $136077.05 for approval. Bill Andrews made a motion to approve the payment, Larry Shue second.  VOTE – Yeas – Andrews, Shue, and Schneider. Nays – None MOTION CARRIED  3-0

Presented the Consumption Report for the BOPA’s review.
Presented a letter from Village resident Jacquline Horvath requesting a credit on sewer charges.  The high charges were due to a leak under the house that has been repaired.  Bill Andrews made a motion to approve the credit, Larry Shue second.  VOTE – Yeas – Andrews, Shue, and Schneider.  Nays – None MOTION CARRIED 3-0
Council man Ty Tracy and Bockbrader presented questions regarding the recent foreclosures on properties and the difficulty in finding a “Property Owner” to sign the application.  Discussion was held and the current policy will remain the same, however, a Realtor with written authorization from the “Property Owner” (Mortgage Company or bank) and supplying the utilities office with the “Property Owner” information can have services placed in their name and the “Property Owner” will receive a copy of the application.
Bockbrader referred to Courtney’s discussion regarding the FACT act and requested that she be allowed to attend the Amp-OH meeting September 25TH in Montpelier. Bill Andrews made a motion to allow Bockbrader and Runion to attend the meeting, Larry Shue second.  VOTE – Yeas – Andrews, Shue, and Schneider.  Nays – None MOTION CARRIED 3-0
WORKS ADMINISTRATOR – Rickard reported - The filters are half done.  Media tested and waiting for final evaluations.   Filter #3 is ready for the contractor when he returns from vacation.  Eagan & Associates will be continuing evaluations on the well after the filters are completed.  Employees are still working 2 shifts except for the holiday weekend.  Eckman is very energetic and is working the 2nd shift.  Eckman is off probation and will be taking his Class II test in November.
Sewer Surveys are going well but still waiting for access to some residences.
Pool covered and done for season.

Cisneros ordered poles and is accessing need and projects.
Clarifier is being watched as it may have a leak.
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WORKS ADMINISTRATOR (CONTINUED) –

Shue asked about Capacitor’s for the substation.  Rickard said it is not an emergency.  John Courtney stated there would be no big difference in bills but it helps keep the power up.  
President Schneider adjourned the meeting at 8:08 PM.
