MINUTES – January 19, 2009
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, January 19, 2009 in Council Chambers at Town Hall.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Richard Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Monte Porter, Ty Tracy, Bob Hathaway, Joe Riffle, and Judy Karchner. Also present were Deb Wallace of the Suburban Press, Works Administrator Bob Rickard, Chief Roy Whitehead. Council member Jeff Tate entered at 7:25pm.
Mayor Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee meeting of January 5, and the Administrative & Personnel Committee meeting of January 9 were approved as presented. 
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION- None
CORRESPONDENCE:
 Mayor Harman reviewed a letter from Time Warner Cable detailing the changes in their service. Some channels are to be moved, some will be eliminated, and some new will be added. 

Mayor Harman extended an invitation to Council from The Auxiliary of Memorial Hospital in Fremont to their 87th Charity Ball. This spring fundraiser will be held on April 25, 2009 at the Fremont Country Club.

OLD BUSINESS:
Mayor Harman reported that the Planning Commission had met on January 9. The commission has instructed Zoning Inspector Bill Rowles to work on the development of a revised Ordinance for the Home Based Businesses, and a new Ordinance for the installation of Wind Turbines.

REPORTS
ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle reported that the Committee had met to set the compensation for Council Members, Board of Public Affairs Members, Mayor and the Solicitor. They will meet to review with the Solicitor Bob Kuhlman, the terms to renew his appointment with the Village.
Riffle made a motion to increase the compensation for the Council Members from $2,000.00 annually to $3,000.00 annually, the Council President from $2,300.00 to $3,300.00 annually, the Board of Public Affairs Members from $950.00 annually to $1,200.00 annually, and the Mayor from $4,000.00 annually to $5,000.00 annually. Second Tracy. VOTE-Yeas-Riffle, Tracy, Hathaway, Karchner, and Porter. Nays-None.
MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
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ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- CONTINUED:

Riffle concluded by presenting the newly created part-time position job description for the Utilities Department. Hathaway made a motion to allow the part-time utility position to be advertised for hire. Riffle second. VOTE-Yeas-Hathaway, Riffle, Karchner, Tracy, and Porter. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Hathaway reported that the complaints on snow removal from the residents in the Woodpointe Development area have been mainly created by an independent contractor, not the Village. Rickard has made contact with the contractor, and explained the complaints. The situation will be monitored during the next snowfall.
Hathaway expressed concern on the condition of the sidewalks, and curbed areas at some of the Main Street Businesses.  Chief Whitehead requested that he be notified when these situations occur and he will contact the Businesses to have them remove piled snow from these areas.

Hathaway requested that Chief Whitehead address the parking issue at the dead end on Woodpointe Drive. Some residents are using this area for extra parking of their personnel vehicles.

Hathaway reported that a Digger Truck is at the Utilities Shop now for inspection. It is a 2004 used Truck. Hathaway made a motion to advertise for bid on a 2004 or newer Digger Truck. Tracy second. VOTE-Yeas-Hathaway, Tracy, Karchner, Porter, and Riffle. Nays-None. Abstain-Tate. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Karchner questioned who was responsible to plow the United Methodist Church parking lot. Rickard responded that the Village has always maintained the lot, because the Village has used the lot for additional parking for meetings at the Town Hall. It is done when the streets are under control. Rickard has spoken with the Church, and they have a member that will plow. It has been decided that whoever gets to it first will maintain the lot.
Karchner requested that a meeting be set for the committee to discuss the funding money for the Solid Waste Grant to be spent.
FINANCE – Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1463 in the amount of $106,008.64. Riffle second. VOTE – Yeas- Tracy, Riffle, Hathaway, Karchner, Tate, and Porter. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.

PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate – No report
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Porter reported that a Tree Commission meeting has been rescheduled for January 20 at 7:00pm at the Town Hall.
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WORKS ADMINISTRATOR – Rickard reported:
· Well #5 is up and producing well.
· Well #2 will be rehabilitated during the first week in February. We are hoping to have the same results as #5.
· Dick Hohlfelder has been put in the hospital.
· Tim Eckman requested that his time allotted to pass the Class II water operator test be extended by 4 months. This would give him an additional chance in November to pass if he doesn’t in May. Discussion concluded that it will be determined after the results of the test in May if the time will be extended.
· Rickard showed pictures of picnic tables that he recommends purchasing with the OSS grant funding. The Villages portion of payment for 3 picnic tables would be $297.64. Tate made a motion to grant the purchase of 3 picnic tables to satisfy the OSS grant with the Village portion being $297.64. Karchner second. VOTE-Yeas-Tate, Karchner, Hathaway, Porter, Riffle, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
POLICE DEPARTMENT – Chief Whitehead asked for clarity on whose responsibility it is to maintain the sidewalks at the Town Hall during a snowstorm. It is the Chief’s opinion that the Village property be maintained by Village workers not the officers; however Chief Whitehead will have the officer’s shovel the sidewalks on the night shift and on the weekends when there may only be one Village worker on duty. Mayor Harman requested that the Town Hall be plowed/shoveled in a timelier manner.
Chief Whitehead accepted the resignation of Officer Mike Senyo who accepted a position with the Village of Gibsonburg.

Chief Whitehead reported that the NORIS contract amount will not change. The Village will be re-evaluated at a later date for a possible reduction next year.

Chief Whitehead informed the Council and Mayor of the passing of Clarence Grieger. Clarence “gave” many hours of hard work to the Village by cleaning up the river bank from the Speed Trap Diner to the Cherry Street Bridge.

CLERK-TREASURER-Runion presented the following Ordinances for Council’s consideration:

Riffle made a motion to suspend the rules, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas- Riffle, Tate, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.  Riffle made a motion to adopt Ordinance #1-2009, Tate second. VOTE- Yeas- Riffle, Tate, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.

CLERK-TREASURER-CONTINUED-

ORDINANCE #2-2009- TO ALLOW ONLY THE VILLAGE OF WOODVILLE TO AGGREGATE DEMAND RESPONSE OF RETAIL CUSTOMERS IN ACCORDANCE WITH FERC ORDER 719 AND TAKING OTHER ACTIONS IN CONNECTION THEREWITH, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY. Riffle made a motion to suspend the rules, Tracy second. VOTE-Yeas-Riffle, Tracy, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, and Tate. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. Riffle made a motion to adopt Ordinance #2-2009, Tracy second. VOTE-Yeas-Riffle, Tracy, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, and Tate. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
MAYOR’S REPORT- Mayor Harman requested that Rickard and Whitehead follow up with residents who have filed complaints to be sure that the Village has satisfied those complaints.
Mayor Harman also requested that the Police Department watch the snowmobiles activity on the Village streets.

NEW BUSINESS- Tracy requested discussion about appointing a Village Administrator. Rickard was asked if he would be willing to assume the position of Village Administrator. His response was yes. When the Village Administrator position is appointed the Board of Public Affairs would be abolished. Discussion concluded that the Solicitor be contacted for guidance and that the Board of Public Affairs be notified of the discussion.  Hathaway made a motion to move forward with appointing the position of Village Administrator, Tracy second. VOTE-Yeas-Hathaway, Tracy, Karchner, Porter, Riffle, and Tate. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
Runion responded that if Rickard is appointed as the Village Administrator it will be more responsibilities, and suggested that Kris Gerwin become full time. Kris has 7 years experience as Rickard’s Administrative Assistant, but is only part time now. Riffle made a motion to make the Administrative Assistant position a full time position, Tracy second. VOTE-Yeas-Riffle, Tracy, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, and Tate. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
Mayor Harman adjourned the meeting at 8:30p.m.
