MINUTES –May 11, 2009
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, May 11, 2009 in Council Chambers at Town Hall.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Richard Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Ty Tracy, Judy Karchner, Joe Riffle, Bob Hathaway, Monte Porter, and Jeff Tate. Also present were Village Administrator Bob Rickard, John Courtney of Courtney & Associates, Deb Wallace of The Press, Karen Schepman, Kelly O’Connor, Samantha Glaspy, and Sana & Bill Dunlap. Chief Roy Whitehead entered at 7:30pm. 
Mayor Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee meeting of April 27 were approved as presented.
AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION- Kelly O’Connor, a representative of the Rec. Board, and Samantha Glaspy, Pool Manager, presented the Rec. Board’s recommendations for hire of lifeguards and recreation helper positions. Ms. Glaspy read the names (see attachment) and reported that she had contacted all. Ms. O’Connor reported that they had received 21 applications for lifeguards this year, and only had 12 positions to fill. The 5 member board and Manager Glaspy rated the applicants after the interviews were completed. Council member Tate questioned the process used, as he had a phone call from an upset parent whose child was not hired. The discussion was tabled. 
Sana & Bill Dunlap owners of the property at 210 S. Perry St. This property has been flooded three times this year. They have researched through a FEMA website some options to obtain grant money to be utilized in the development of controlling these flood sites. They left the information with Council and asked that they consider these options. 
Tate made a motion to enter into executive session at 7:10pm to discuss hiring of pool personnel. Tracy second. VOTE-Yeas-Tate, Tracy, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, and Riffle. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 

Present in executive session were Mayor Harman, Runion, Tate, Tracy, 
Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, Riffle, O’Connor, and Glaspy.

Tate made a motion to enter into regular session at 7:17pm, Tracy second. VOTE-Tate, Tracy, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, and Riffle. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
Tracy made a motion to hire the recommended staff for the pool. Lifeguards will be paid $7.00 per hour and rec. helpers will be paid $5.00 per hour. Porter second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Porter, Hathaway, Karchner, Riffle, and Tate. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
Ms. O’Connor also presented the breakdown of the tree’s that had been removed. The cost was applied to both the Village and the Tree Committees budget. 
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AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION CONTINUED- John Courtney of Courtney & Associates presented a copy of the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) with Martin Marietta to proceed with the annexation of their property into the Village. This is the final draft of the MOU and has been signed by Martin Marietta.

ORDINANCE #11-2009- AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CLERK-TREASURER TO EXECUTE A MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING BETWEEN THE VILLAGE OF WOODVILLE AND MARTIN MARIETTA, A MAGNESIA SPECIALTIES, LLC AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY was present by Runion.
Riffle made a motion to suspend the rules, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Riffle, Tate, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
Riffle made a motion to adopt Ordinance #11-2009, Karchner second. VOTE-Yeas-Riffle, Karchner, Hathaway, Porter, Tracy, and Tate. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. 
Mr. Courtney presented the Annual Utility Rate Review (see attachment). The Electric and Sewer Funds can be left alone at this time both funds are producing revenues sufficient to meet revenues/expenses of each fund. 
Courtney also reported that the Water fund revenues will need to be increased in the near future. The water rates have not been increased since the early 1980’s, and due to the unexpected maintenance of the wells, it has created a hardship on this fund. Council questioned what percentage of increase Courtney would recommend. His response was perhaps a 10% increase.

Riffle made a motion to have an Ordinance drafted now and indicate the 10% increase in water rates, Hathaway second. VOTE-Yeas-Riffle, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, Tracy, and Tate. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.

ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle- No report.
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Hathaway - No report.
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Karchner –No report
FINANCE –Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1470 in the amount of $52,622.15. Tate second. VOTE – Yeas- Tracy, Tate, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, and Riffle. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
Tracy reported that he has reviewed Kuhlman’s hours for the month, and is putting them on file in the Clerk’s office.
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PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate presented an invoice from Matt Tille for $350.00. This is for the rear tile repairs done on the Smith property in Endeavors Landing Development. Tate made a motion for the Village to pay the invoice of $350.00. Motion failed, due to lack of  second.
RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Porter questioned Rickard about the sidewalks getting repaired in the 800 block of West Main St. Rickard responded that ODOT has been contacted and will be addressing all the issues with those areas of concern.
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Rickard reported:
· The OSS solid waste grant will be available again this year. We will be applying and asking for new lighting for the flags at Busdiecker Park. The Village portion is 20% and should be about $800.00 for this project.
· Well #8 needs to be rehabilitated. This cost would be about $15,000.00. Riffle made a motion to allow the rehab on Well #8 at a cost not to exceed $15,000.00, Hathaway second. VOTE-Yeas-Riffle, Hathaway, Karchner, Tracy, Tate, and Porter. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
· Don Johnson was delayed in moving here, new start date is today.
· The part-time position has been offered to Keith Kruse for $10.00 per hour.
· Applications for the meter reader position have been reviewed. Mayor Harman questioned if any locals had applied. Some had, but the position had not been advertised. Mayor Harman recommended advertising the position before making a final decision.
· Hydrants will be flushed the week of May 11th.

· A tentative date of May 13th has been set to start cleaning the pool. The electric has been worked on, and the pool will be drained the week of May 18th.
· A computer glitch has been discovered in the Utilities program. The KWH usage has been computing, but the dollar amount that should be attached to the usage did not register on the residents with second meters. Rickard recommended going back and correcting the billing from January of 2008 to current. Rickard also suggested giving the affected residents 1 year to pay the amount owed back. Tracy made a motion to only bill residents from January 2008 and to allow the residents one year to pay the amount owed, Riffle second.  VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Riffle, Karchner, Hathaway, Porter, and Tate. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
· Matt Mathias has completed his CDL test and his probation period is over. Rickard recommended a $.50 cent per hour raise beginning May18, 2009. Karchner made a motion to grant Matt Mathias a $.50 cent per hour raise beginning May 18, 2009. Tracy second. VOTE-Yeas-Karchner, Tracy, 
Hathaway, Porter, Riffle, and Tate. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
· Roger Weber asked if the 4th of July, Inc. could put a new overhead door on the garage at Trail Marker Park. They use part of the garage as storage. This would not cost the Village anything. Riffle made a motion to allow 4th of July, Inc. to put an overhead door on the garage at Trail Marker Park. Tracy second. VOTE-Yeas-Riffle, Tracy, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, and Tate. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
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POLICE DEPARTMENT – Chief Whitehead requested that Rickard suggest to Mr. Weber that they install an overhead door without windows, as it is the first thing that gets ruined.
Chief Whitehead reported that the month of May is “Click it, or Ticket” which is a state wide enforcement of the seat belt law.
CLERK-TREASURER-Runion presented the following Ordinance’s for Councils consideration:

ORDINANCE #10-2009- AUTORIZING THE EXPENDITURE OF FUNDS FOR GIFTS OF APPRECIATION, MEMORIAL TRIBUTES, OR FLOWER TRIBUTES.

Riffle made a motion to suspend the rules, Tracy second. VOTE-Yeas-Riffle, Tracy, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, and Tate. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. Riffle made a motion to adopt Ordinance #9-2009, Tracy second. VOTE-Yeas- Riffle, Tracy, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, and Tate. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6
Council members Porter and Tate reported that they will be absent from the 1st and 2nd meetings of June, respectively.
MAYOR’S REPORT- No report.
EXECUTIVE SESSION- Tate made a motion to enter into executive session to discuss legal contracts at 8:20pm. Tracy second. VOTE-Yeas-Tate, Tracy, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, and Riffle. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.

Present in executive session were: Mayor Harman, Runion, Rickard, Tate, Tracy, 
Hathaway Karchner, Porter, and Riffle.

Tate made a motion to enter into open session at 8:45pm, Tracy second. VOTE-Yeas-Tate, Tracy, Hathaway, Karchner, Porter, and Riffle. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
