WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING

Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, June 14, 2010 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion, Council Members – Jeff Tate, Judy Karchner, Ty Tracy, Denny Fetzer, and Stephanie Rizor, Solicitor Bob Kuhlman, Chief Roy Whitehead, Karen Schepman, and Deb Wallace of the Suburban Press. Council member Joe Riffle was excused. Village Administrator Bob Rickard was excused.
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.

Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee meeting on May 24 were approved as corrected.

CORRESPONDENCE- A letter was reviewed from Time Warner Cable informing the Village of programming agreements with stations due to expire.

Mayor Harman read a thank you card for the planter sent for Council member Judy Karchners mother-in-law, Kitty Karchner’s funeral. 
Woodmore Schools sent a Citation honoring the Village for support and service, especially with the Woodmore Baseball Diamonds.  

The Village currently participates in the IGS Energy program; the new fixed rate will be .683 per CCF beginning July 2010. (This is not the rate established by the aggregate if you don’t choose your supplier.)

ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle, absent. Tracy reported a committee meeting was held on June 9th to discuss raises, changing the evaluation form, and changing the Clerk-Treasurer to a Fiscal Officer.

ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Rizor- No Report.
FINANCE – Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1496 in the amount of $107,397.73, Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, and Rizor. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.  
PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate – No report.
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RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer reported a Special Council Meeting was held on June 9. Rec. Board recommended Emma Sullivan for the lifeguard position at the Village Pool left open by the resignation of Jake Zollinger. Sullivan was approved and will be paid $7.50 per hour. 
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Bob Rickard, absent. Runion reported: 
· NEW PROJECTS: 
· Fire Hydrants: The Sandusky County Inmate Program will be painting the hydrants.
· PROJECT UPDATE:
· Pool is open for the season.
· Water tower greasing: Waiting on contractor to set the date to begin.
· Utility building expansion – Scott Schroeder of Poggemeyer Design Group (PDG) has completed the architectural and structural designs for the project. Waiting on the mechanical and electrical designs.
· Well Field: Jamison Well Drilling has been awarded the project with a base bid of $396,238.50. Pending the approval of the loan later this month, the project could begin in August or September 2010.

· Sewer Separation: A pre-bid construction meeting is set for 2p.m. on June 18 at the Fire Station. Bid opening is set for June 29, 2010.
POLICE DEPARTMENT – Chief Roy Whitehead reported the signs have been installed on Ash Street.
Chief Whitehead reported he spoke with Fire Chief Heineman regarding activating the siren for the west end of Sandusky County during severe weather. The activation can be done locally, and will be coordinated with the Police Department, Fire Department and the County Sheriff.

Chief Whitehead will be on vacation from June 24 – July 2.
CLERK-TREASURER-Runion presented the following Ordinance for Council’s consideration:
