Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, March 14, 2011 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm. Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.
Minutes of the Regular Meeting and the Finance Committee on February 28 were approved as presented.

RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer reported the Rec. Board met on March 5. Kaylee Paul will be returning as the manager. Applications are being taken for lifeguards and rec. helpers until March 21.  Interviews will be conducted by this committee, and Paul. 
VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Keith Kruse reported:

· Project Update:
· Well Field Expansion: The re-sampling of new wells (#9, #10, and #11) came back okay. 
· Sewer Separation: 1. A packet of information will be provided to aid contractors with the rules and regulations of the sewer lateral installation. 2. There are five properties on Water Street that will be surveyed. The surveys will provide information to finalize obtaining the easements for those properties.
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· Other: 
· Columbia Gas has informed the Village that they will be installing new mains and services throughout the village. They will begin on the north side of the river this year, and in 2012 they will work south of the river.
Zoning- There have been some complaints about the trash behind the Linke building on Main Street. Rowles will check into it.
Jeanne Pickering has requested a zoning code amendment. Pickering would like to park her RV in her driveway year round. A planning commission meeting will be set to review the request.
POLICE DEPARTMENT- Chief Whitehead presented the February month end report. 
Chief Whitehead and Kruse have looked at the parking on the west side of S. Walnut Street. Whitehead requested permission to install signs that state “2 hour parking during business hours”. Tracy made a motion to allow the installation of the 2 hour parking signs on the west side of S. Walnut Street, Fetzer second. VOTE-Tracy, Fetzer, Riffle, Rizor, and Tate. Nays-None. Chief Whitehead requested permission to send Sgt. Gearheart to a free class, Interviewing and Interpretation of Body Language of prisoners, on April 18 in Columbus. Tate made a motion to allow Sgt. Gearheart to attend the class on April 18 in Columbus, Riffle second. VOTE-Yeas-Tate, Riffle, Fetzer, Rizor, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
Chief Whitehead requested permission to send two officers to a free class, Identifying Prescription Drugs, on May 2 in Perrysburg. Tate made a motion to allow two officers to attend the class on May 2 in Perrysburg, Rizor second. VOTE-Yeas-Tate, Rizor, Fetzer, Riffle, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
Chief Whitehead requested permission to advertise for bid two new police cars. The department will be replacing the 2005 Ford Expedition, and the 2008 Dodge Charger. Tate made a motion to allow the advertisement for bid of two new police cars, Fetzer second. VOTE-Yeas-Tate, Fetzer, Riffle, Rizor, and Tracy. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 5-0.
