MINUTES – September 26, 2011
WOODVILLE VILLAGE COUNCIL – REGULAR MEETING
Minutes of the Regular Meeting of Woodville Village Council held on Monday, September 26, 2011 in Council Chambers at Town Hall at 7:00pm.  Present at Roll Call were Mayor Rich Harman, Council Members – Ty Tracy, Jeff Tate, Denny Fetzer, Joe Riffle, Judy Karchner, and Stephanie Rizor. Village Administrator Keith Kruse, Chief Roy Whitehead, Solicitor Bob Kuhlman, Deb Wallace of The Press, Karen Schepman. Clerk-Treasurer Barb Runion was absent. 
Mayor Rich Harman appointed Council member Stephanie Rizor to take the minutes of the meeting.
Mayor Rich Harman called the meeting to order and led the pledge to the flag.
Minutes of the Regular Meeting and Finance Committee of September 12, and the Administrative and Personnel meeting of September 8 were approved as presented.

AUDIENCE PARTICIPATION- Bethany Brown with the Sandusky County Health Department presented information on local flu vaccine clinics throughout the county. Ms. Brown offered to link the health department’s website to the Village site, and informed Council the health department could help with the application process for many grant opportunities.  
CORRESPONDENCE- None.
OLD BUSINESS- The finance committee continues to explore gas aggregate rates for the village.
Chief Whitehead reported nothing can be initiated with the purchase of the old theater until after January 1, 2012.
REPORTS:
ADMINISTRATIVE & PERSONNEL- Riffle presented the memo on the health insurance change, and a change to the employee policy and procedure manual (attached). 

Tate made a motion to allow the change to the employee policy and procedure manual, Fetzer second. VOTE-Yeas- Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, Rizor, and Tracy. Nays-None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
PUBLIC WORKS & MAINTENANCE – Karchner reported Kruse is working with Doug Nusser of Poggemeyer on water issues at two different residents in the village. 
ENVIRONMENTAL & COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT – Rizor reported a resident asked the village to repair the Georgine Corrigan memorial bench in Busdiecker Park. The bench was sprayed with orange paint.
Sharon Pickleimier asked for village help in funding a Flight 93 Memorial. Karchner will approach the Woodville Business & Community Association about this.
Rizor questioned the schedule for paving the roads on the south side of Main St. Kruse replied all roads will be paved for the snow plowing season. 

Kruse was questioned on the status of the drainage issue on the Findlay Road property of Terry Jacobs. Kruse has no additional  information at this time.
FINANCE – Tracy made a motion to adopt Finance Ordinance #1527 in the amount of $127,382.79, 
Tate second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Tate, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, and Rizor. Nays- None.
 MOTION CARRIED 6-0.  
PUBLIC SAFETY- Tate requested that all tattered flags be replaced throughout the village.
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RECREATION & PARKS DEVELOPMENT – Fetzer reported the Tree Committee met on September 15. Traver Tree Service will remove trees. The fall tree planting will be in October.
  VILLAGE ADMINISTRATOR – Keith Kruse reported:
· Project Update:
· Sewer Separation: Water Street paving should be finished by September 30.
· Utilities Building Expansion: On schedule to be finished by the end of October.
· Other:

· Kruse & Tracy will attend the AMP Fremont Energy Center ribbon cutting ceremony on September 27.
· There is a Wastewater workshop in Sylvania on October 6. Don Johnson will be attending to fulfill his contact hour requirements. 
· A preventive maintenance on the south side of the substation is scheduled for November 7.
· The 3rd annual fall OM contact hour class will be held on September 30 at the utility building. This year’s class has 41 registrants. 
· Mayor Harman requested the parking situations in boulevards be visited again. 
· Kruse stated Riverside Dr needs to be reconstructed. The island inside the “small circle” part of Riverside Dr. would be eliminated.
· The lift station is completely down. Kruse will be attending an OPWC meeting on Wednesday and will check on funding opportunities to aid in the replacement/repairs.
· Tracy asked for an update on the Allen house on College Ave. Kruse responded that although there is still water around his house, all the sewer lines are open. WOJO’s insurance covered all of the Allen’s expenses for the damages.
· ODOT will be out to look at the condition of the catch basin at Lime and W. Main St.
· Kruse reported he conducted several interviews for the meter reader position. Kruse recommends Brad Paul for the position. Paul will work up to 40 hours per month, and would be paid $9.00 per hour. Tracy made a motion to hire Brad Paul for meter reader at $9.00 per hour, Karchner second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Karchner, Fetzer, Riffle, Rizor, and Tate. Nays- None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
Terry Jacobs entered the Council Chambers at 7:50pm. Mr. Jacobs wanted to know if any decisions have been made about relocating the sewer line or eliminating it all together on his property. Mr. Jacobs would like to build a garage on the property, and will offer the village an easement if necessary. Kuhlman advised council that the village cannot incur a cost to relocate the line for him. Kruse will continue to research the situation.
POLICE DEPARTMENT- Chief Whitehead – No report.
Fetzer reported that the superintendent of Woodmore Schools, Mr. John Fernbaugh contacted him to relay to council a compliment on Chief Whitehead’s professionalism in handling a situation at the school.

ORDINANCE #26-2011 -   AUTHORIZATION FOR THE VILLAGE OF WOODVILLE TO PICK UP THE STATUTORILY REQUIRED CONTRIBUTION TO THE POLICE AND FIREMAN'S DISABILITY PENSION FUND FOR THE CURRENT CHIEF OF POLICE PURSUANT TO THE INTERNAL REVENUE CODE ( IRC) SECTION 414(H)(2) AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY. 

Karchner made a motion to suspend the rules, Fetzer second. VOTE-Yeas-Karchner, Fetzer, Riffle, Rizor, Tate, and Tracy. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. Karchner made a motion to adopt Ordinance #26-2011, Fetzer second. VOTE-Yeas-Karchner, Fetzer, Riffle, Rizor, Tate, and Tracy. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
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RESOLUTION #27-2011 - TO ESTABLISH A NEW PICK–UP PLAN RESOLUTION OF COUNCIL OF THE VILLAGE OF WOODVILLE, SANDUSKY COUNTY, OHIO
Tracy made a motion to suspend the rules, Fetzer second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, Rizor, and Tate. Nays – None. MOTION CARRIED 6-0. Tracy made a motion to adopt Resolution #27-2011, Fetzer second. VOTE-Yeas-Tracy, Fetzer, Karchner, Riffle, Rizor, and Tate. MOTION CARRIED 6-0.
