AN ORDINANCE REPEALING ORDINANCE #21-2007 AND SETTING NEW PAY RANGES AND WAGES FOR VILLAGE EMPLOYEES AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY
WHEREAS, the Council of the Village of Woodville, Sandusky County, Ohio wishes to establish a new range of salaries and hourly rates for Village employees, and
WHEREAS, a policy manual has been adopted to which this ordinance will conform:
NOW, THEREFORE ,BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the Village of Woodville, Sandusky County, Ohio that the pay scale for employees and departments shall be as follows:
1. POLICE DEPARTMENT
a.      Police Chief                                                  $35,000 – 55,000 ann.
b.      Patrolman                                                      12.00 – 20.00per hour

c.      Probationary Patrolman                                12.00 – 15.00per hour

d.      Part-time Patrolman                                        9.00 – 15.00per hour

e.      Crossing Guard                                         400.00 – 700.00monthly

f.      Police Officers shift differential                                       .35per hour

          All overtime and holiday pay will be in accordance with the personnel and 
         policy manual.

3. STREET DEPARTMENT
a.      Street Worker - Brien                                              
The above notwithstanding, the Council of the Village of Woodville may award any newly hired employee more vacation time at the time of hiring than that provided above. In such a case, Council shall enact an ordinance setting forth the vacation time granted at the time of hiring and thereafter.
Section 2: That the balance of said Manual shall remain in effect, and should any provision thereof be in conflict with Section 1 hereof, the terms of Section 1 hereof shall prevail.
Section 3:   It is found and determined that all formal actions of the Council of the Village of Woodville, Sandusky County, Ohio, concerning and relating to the adoption of this ordinance were taken in an open meeting of this Council and all deliberations of this Council that resulted in such formal action were in meetings open to the public, in compliance with all legal requirements, including 121.22 of the Ohio Revised Code.
